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APPLICATION FOR SPECIAL PROJECTS GRANTS
The Society has available each year a small amount of discretionary funds to support special projects in the area of pain. A maximum request of $10,000 can be made to this program. Applications to this program are accepted twice per year, with deadlines of November 1st and May 1st. Under exceptional circumstances applications will be considered off-cycle, but the applicant must make a clear statement in a cover letter accompanying the application as to why an off-cycle consideration is being requested.

Important: Applications for special projects funds should be for projects represent a unique opportunity in pain and have a direct and demonstrable benefit to pain management at a national level in Canada. Applications should clearly not fall under the funding mandate of other available grant programs (e.g., operating grants from other agencies). This fund is not intended to fund operating costs associated with research studies for which funding could be secured elsewhere. 
One grant per person or organization within twelve months
MUST BE TYPED AND EMAILED TO THE OFFICE – NO HANDWRITTEN APPLICATIONS ACCEPTED.
